These last two months, I must admit, have been hard months for me. The kidney stone which landed 
me in the hospital also afforded the doctors and nurses the opportunity to discover diabetes. Neither of 
these two things are any worse than what others have had to go through, but they were still life changing 
events for me. 

They told me that I had to get exercise and so the very next weekend as Max and I were returning 
from a walk, an SUV of some sort ran over my foot. I’m thankful I had tennis shoes on which provided the 
cushion so that no bones were broken.     

Several weeks later the news came that my friend Amy Clark from Rapid City, SD had lost her battle 
with cancer. I drove out to the funeral to be able to spend time with Bennett, her husband, who had lots of 
hard questions. 

Now, as I write this I am in the process of moving out of my apartment. There are boxes and piles all 
over the place and it’s driving me crazy. I hate moving, but at the same time I am looking forward to it. It’s 
just that with all of these things put together, and with the hospital bills, moving bills, connection bills, pre-
scription bills, storage unit bill, moving truck bill, expense of driving and staying in Rapid City for the funeral, 
I can’t help but succumb to the fear of that feeling of going under. 

Yesterday morning, as I was at home not feeling well, wonder-
ing what was going on in my body now, thinking about all of these 
things, worrying about all of the stuff, I opened my Bible to this pas-
sage from Matthew 10. The heading caught my eye: “Have No Fear.” 
It was as if God were giving me this promise personally. “Do not be 
afraid; you are of more value than many sparrows.” 

Later in the day as I was looking out my window an all white 
pigeon landed on the windowsill. It was almost like another word from 
the Lord. It was as if he were saying, “Remember, if I am aware of this 
bird, I am aware of you and your life, so do not be afraid.” What a 
blessing it is to know that whatever we are going through we are in 
God’s hands, we are precious in his sight, and with him there are no 
such things as surprises. With God we do not have to succumb to fear 
but we can rest in his perfect love which casts out all fear, and even-
tually we will be able to rise up on wings like eagles and fly above it all 
when we learn to wait upon the Lord.
